Florida SWANA 2009 State Convention in Naples Report
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1. Exhibit Table:  SWANA recognized Collier County’s School Recycling Innovation program as one of the top two recycling programs in the USA for 2008. This grant’s funds paid for an Exhibit Table and staff participation at the Florida SWANA convention. The Exhibit table was staffed from Sunday afternoon July 19 to Wednesday July 22, 2009 on a rotating basis by Jodi Walters, Dave Jaye and Sue Jacobson.  Staff promoted the School Recycling program “Lessons learned” Power Points, DVDs, brochures, calendars and bottle shaped recycling bin.  The Business “How to Recycle” training video Grant DVD and other materials were also displayed.
2. Training Opportunities: Linda Best and Danette Huff took the three day SWANA Recycling Manager Certification training class. Jodi Walters and Dave Jaye earned SWANA continuing education classes necessary to maintain their SWANA certification. 

3. SWANA Technical Tour of Collier County Solid Waste Department Facilities and Programs:  SWANA convention members and Florida Gulf Coast University sustainability staff attended two tours of Collier County Solid Waste Department Facilities and our award winning programs. The Good News video of mining cells 1 and 2 was public shown for the first time during an Executive update by Director Dan Rodriguez. The group also toured the Marco Island Recycling Center with Operator Ralph McKellar. Beth Ryan and Gabe Maldonado took the guest touring the Landfill scale house and landfill. During the drive to and from the Tiberon Hotel, Jodi Walters and Dave Jaye briefed the Florida SWANA Convention members about the School and Business recycling programs and lessons learned. Linda Best and Danette Huff took their Recycling Manager Classmates on a second special tour of Collier County’s facilities.
4. Convention Issues Summary:
A. Dayne Atkinson and Consultant X gave an excellent presentation about how spending less than $6 million to mine cells 1 and 2 gave Collier County over $100 million in landfill airspace, solid and recovered recyclables benefits.
B. Don Ross, Kessler Consulting gave an impressive PowerPoint presentation (attached) about successful C & D recycling programs, including Lee County Florida. 
C. Richard Tedder from the FDEP and David Dee gave a State Update that The legislature may:

1. Try again to impose a $1.25 surcharge on landfill tipping fees as a new recycling programs funding source and then raid the fund to subsidize the state’s general fund.

2. Allow horticultural material to be land filled as a revenue source for governments. 

3. Define the 75% recycling goal as only recycling, not diversion of solid waste.

4. Waste to Ethenol is better than Waste to Energy

5. Require local governments to address old closed landfills

6. Require local governments to treat fluid leaking off garbage trucks coming into and out of landfills which flows into storm water areas as leachate.

7. Require Utilities to have 20% of all power generated from renewable sources.

8. Sink holes threats to landfills need to be managed outside of south Florida.

9. Leon County is successfully having Temporary Event organizers pick up and drop off “Clear stream” portable recycling contains from its Count Recycling Centers and return the recycling containers and collected recycling materials.
