
The Oregon Trail is the best known of all the many historic routes used by Americans in the settlement of the West. Stretching for more than 1,900 miles from Missouri to the Willamette Valley, the trail spanned more than half the continent.  The Oregon Trail route was later followed by the transcontinental railroads.  Today it is paralleled by the present modern Interstate highway.
Portland is the largest city in Oregon. The Port of Portland-Portland, Oregon, USA- was created in 1891 by the Oregon Legislature. The Port’s mission is to provide competitive cargo and passenger access to regional, national, and international markets. A related mission is to foster growth and stability in industrial and commercial enterprise in the region and, in so doing, to help create and retain quality jobs.
